Kitchener was founded in 1807 by Bishop
Benjamin Eby, the community was known
successively as Sand Hill, Ebytown, and
then Berlin before being renamed after
the British field marshal Lord Kitchener in
1916 after a referendum.

The area's deep Germanic roots and
history are most evident during the
annual Kitchener-Waterloo Oktoberfest,
the largest celebration of all things
Bavarian outside of Germany.

program in 1981.

Laurier’ and ‘University of
Waterloo'.

Waterloo. It is Based on the original
German Oktoberfest and billed as
Canada's Greatest Bavarian Festival as
well as the second-largest Oktoberfest
in the world.
